REPORTS FROM OTHERS, TO INCLUDE:
i) North Lincolnshire Council
Cllr. R. Waltham delivered the following report on behalf of the 3 Ward Councillors:-
· NLC aware of the problems with pot holes as a result of the bad winter – resurfacing is scheduled at various locations around the town.

· A new North Lincolnshire Local Plan is being developed and 50 residents attended the recent consultation event

· 2 hours free parking is to be protected

· Construction work continues on the River Ancholme Way

· £818k of funding for the Brigg to Bonby Carr pathway

· The shop front grant scheme is to be maintained

· The Buttercross is to be repainted in its bicentennial year

· The bus shelters are to be refurbished including Cary Lane

· There is an exciting Arts and Culture project at Sir John Nelthorpe School with the possibility of a seated auditorium

· One million pounds is available for roofing and electrical works at Sir John Nelthorpe School
· There are monthly Ward Council surgeries in the Café Courtyard

· Confirmation that NLC will not be turning off street lighting

Councillor Miss J. Kitching asked about lighting at bus stops.  
Cllr. Waltham confirmed that Cary Lane will get LED lighting as part of the wider scheme.

Councillor Mrs. D. Dunderdale asked about the Broughton Bridge Barrier.  Cllr. Waltham advised that there are a number of issues along this pathway, especially with unauthorised motorised access.  It is hoped to install some form of locking system that will allow disabled access, but not motorbikes.

Cllr Mrs. S. Riggall reported the progress made with this project since its inception at the beginning of 2017.

OPEN FORUM
Mrs. Jackie Brock and Councillors Eardley and Dyson raised issues concerning drainage.  
· A large puddle forms along Barnard Avenue between the Methodist and the Roman Catholic churches.  This can result in a soaking for pedestrians.  The drain in this area is full of silt and needs clearing

· A drain near the old people’s bungalows on Almond Grove is also silted up, but currently is draining slowly.

· There is flooding of gardens at the bottom of Almond Grove and Elm Way

· A further drain is an issue near Riverside Surgery.

· A large puddle also forms at the corner of Elwes Street and Bigby Street, as the drain is not sited at the lowest point possible
Cllr. Waltham advised that the gullies and drains are cleaning regularly.

Mr. Charlie Brindley advised the meeting that the Brigg branch of the Royal British Legion is currently suspended and that the area is under the control of the district committee based in Derby.

Their next fundraising event is A Murder Mystery to be held at the Ex. Servicemen’s Club.

Councillor Waltham thanked both Charlie and Nancy Teague for the work they do for ex-servicemen, specifically the drop-in at the Library on Thursday mornings.

Councillor Mrs. S. Riggall thanked Councillors Kitching and Parker for the work they have done on the bin audit.

Historically, this we have a very successful Christmas Market, Brigg Town Council has provided the Christmas lights, and to huge congratulations must go to Brigg Lions who continue to work extremely hard to ensure the town has lots of charity stalls and activities, alongside the businesses that open for late night shopping. We see our community and surrounding neighbours come together to enjoy the festive period. 

We have a traditional thriving Thursday market not forgetting the successful monthly Farmers market that contributes to the town’s atmosphere. 

The town also has many supportive organisations, societies and clubs. There is a large percentage of unsung heroes who volunteer within our town it is really important that the younger generation are encourage to join to for all of them to continue.

Brigg Heritage centre shows just how far Brigg has come over generations of families from Brigg and surrounding area within history. The heritage Centre is staffed by a team of dedicated and knowledgeable volunteers who also provide craft days for our younger residents and reminiscing for others.

In Brigg we have some of the very best primary and secondary school for our future generations.

There is lots to do for the young people of our town, we have a thriving Children centre and its staff provide a youth club 2 night a week. The skate park continues to be popular and at the recreation ground the Brigg sports facility provides activities for all ages and abilities within the community. The clubs, scouts, brownies, rainbows, guides, Army cadets, Air cadets, martial arts, football, netball and many more near to Brigg.

For families the river Ancholme trail which currently goes towards Bonby along the river bank. Suitable for walking, jogging, cycling and also connecting residents to Broughton. This provides access to the countryside giving everybody the opportunity to become fitter and healthier.

As a Town Council………

The Millennium Green has now been transferred to Brigg Town Council. We have a planning group to look at a way forward for its use. The two secondary schools have submitted designs for a Holocaust Memorial that will be placed there.  

Neighbourhood plan 

After consultation, that had been well attended. Brigg Town Council adopt ‘The Arches’ project and it was agreed that £6,000 would be provided. Cllr Kitching is currently working with the clerk to secure match funding.

The time for the remembrance parade has changed after consultation with the British Legion. The council has listened to public view and decided that a new traditional time would be more fitting to remember the towns fallen.

Listed building consent is agreed with conditions to clean the war memorial to include re-gilding of memorial plaques and re-point exposed joints with lime-based mortar

The Bridge Street Entrance to Brigg is changing following a number of planning approvals, which will see new homes and retail establishments.

 Recently we collected litter within our town. As a town council we are looking to ensure our town looks great all year round so we have recently completed a dustbin audit of the town and have agreed the purchase. We would urge visitors and residents to use them.

We will continue to look at other ways to maintain our town at future meetings.
Brigg in Bloom report

The Brigg in Bloom group is looking forward to New Year.

The group have agreed that further barrier baskets and planters be purchased with funding from North Lincolnshire Council and the Town council support.

Investigations had been undertaken to verify road safety and visibility after comments were received by residents during the summer. This has been taken into account and baskets will not be placed in areas of where visibility is an issue.

We are progressing onwards to become a stand-alone group from the council. We are extremely fortunate to have resident volunteers, many that are involved in other groups from our community along with a small number of town councillors.

Further to this we will continue to enter competitions. We had some lovely comments last year especially around the County Bridge. I hope that we can be joined by other members from our community who love gardening as there so many lovely gardens in the town.
