Cllr Waltham reported that whilst the running of the market had gone out to tender, no suitable applicants had been appointed, however the tender had been reissued and it was hoped a resolution would soon be found.

Cllr Waltham gave a verbal update from North Lincolnshire Council.
· A consultation event had been held on the proposed link/access road with a turnout of around 200 hundred people.  A Planning application was due to be submitted with further consultation.
· A consultation event had also been held regarding the planned changes to the extension of services offered from the Angel Suite building, to make previously inaccessible services in other buildings more central.  This consultation was still ongoing.

· An Environmental Strategy had been launched, (in collaboration with Brigg in Bloom), to access new funding available.  Six new initiatives had been proposed, e.g. rainwater harvesting for plants in schools, community composting etc.

· Brigg in Bloom - The Brigg in Bloom Group had taken over an allotment plot and was being managed primarily by Jason Ladley, planters from the town had been delivered to the plot (in the hope that some plants could be salvaged, and some of next year’s grown on site), neighbouring tenants were helping, and thanks were expressed to NLC for picking up waste, as well as to Jason and others for volunteering their time.
· Garden Competition and Coffee morning - The competition winners had been published, and an article would appear in Brigg Matters.  £469.82p was raised on the stalls, for the Mayor’s charity.
· Councillor Sherwood noted that new CCTV cameras had now been installed on the Millennium Green which should deter the recent anti‑social behaviour.
