FUTURE OF THE ANGEL SUITE MANAGEMENT
Note: Cllr Waltham declared that he would refrain from voting on the item, in the interest of transparency.
Cllr C Sherwood gave an update from the Angel Suite Working group meeting held on 29 August 2019 with officers from North Lincolnshire Council.
Assurance had been given that there would be no financial penalties for the relinquishment of the lease of the Angel Suite Building.  

Assurance was also given that the building would remain as a community facility for Brigg and its residents, and all existing bookings would be honoured.

Subsequent to the lease of the Angel Suite reverting back to North Lincolnshire Council, the management of the Angel Suite facility also be taken on by NLC, and further negotiations take place with Brigg Town Council as to the transfer of assets within the building, the arrangement of contract transfers for various services and utilities etc, and the future location of the Brigg Town Council office.  A proposed conclusion date of the end of October be aimed for.
It was resolved that the lease of the Angel Suite revert back to North Lincolnshire Council and further negotiations be entered into with Brigg Town Council regarding other implications of the changes to the building.
