ENHANCED PLANTING SCHEME 2017

CHRISTMAS LIGHTS INSTALLATION 2016
a) To receive a verbal update from the Clerk in respect of the 2016 installation.
The Clerk advised that there had been an improvement in this year’s scheme compared to 2015.  However, the installation had not been without its problems.

Further discussion centred on how to proceed in future years given that there is only 1 year to run on this contract.  The clerks advised that the council needs to give due consideration to storage of the lights, finding a suitable, preferably, local contractor and a company to undertake the annual stress testing.
It was resolved that consideration be given to these issues at the April meeting of Full Council, and, that the council may have to waive the usual need for 3 quotations for the work, given its specialist nature.
