The Ward Members’ report had been circulated, and was read out by Cllr N Sherwood.
“We have repaired more than 3,350 potholes across North Lincolnshire since we began Pothole Patrol six weeks ago. We want to thank residents for their patience - we are doing everything we can and will continue our programme of repairs, so please keep reporting them to us. We are pleased that from today, teams will be in the Brigg area repairing the potholes, however every pothole in Brigg has been reported and logged for the programme.
We are pleased to confirm that over 25% of the 800ish lights in Brigg have been converted to LEDs already and more will be completed before the end of the year.

We have emailed Tesco and asked for them to arrange for a litter pick on their land next to their store. We are awaiting a response from the management.

We are continuing to pursue a location for the NatWest bus, we are currently awaiting their comments.

We have been working with Andrew Percy to chase Tesco for action on the former Smith Parkinson’s body shop. The site isn’t bad enough for legal action from the council.”

TO CONSIDER THE INVITATION FROM NORTH LINCOLNSHIRE COUNCIL TO TAKE PART IN THE HIGHWAY GRASS CUTTING PILOT
Note Councillors Waltham, C Sherwood and N Sherwood declared a personal interest and left the room during consideration of the item.

The Clerk informed the meeting of further information that had been obtained from North Lincolnshire Council, such as how much grass would be required to be cut, and what funding would be provided by NLC.

Debate ensued on various aspects of the proposals, such as issues of cost, employment, insurance, longevity of the funding and eventual possible impact on precept and council tax.  Whilst it was acknowledged that in-house work could often be better, it was felt that keeping the arrangements with NLC, would be more cost effective as NLC would benefit from ‘bulk purchase’ of the work.
One main concern was that Brigg Town Council had only received the notification of the pilot at the end of March, whereas the Annual Budget had been set in January.  Further consideration need to be given to the project and its implications, it was suggested that a working group be formed, to determine the way forward.
