Councillor C Sherwood read out a statement submitted by Cllr Waltham.
“We have set aside £60,000 for Town and Parish Councils to allocate planters. North Lincolnshire in Bloom has had a lot of interest from members of the public who want to volunteer. We have allocated Brigg £3,000 to expand the floral displays, working with volunteers and the Brigg in Bloom Group.
We are also pleased to be able to say that two businesses in Brigg have taken advantage of the new shop front grant scheme and a further two are being considered currently.
Working with Ongo we have secured some money to adapt an accessible home in Brigg, these homes are critical in supporting families to adapt to changes in medical conditions. Through this investment we are helping to provide in North Lincolnshire homes that will help families live more independently.
Brigg master plan update. -  The neighbourhood plan group have met and responded to the questions raised by North Lincolnshire council.  We now have a further meeting scheduled with the Head of Economy and Growth in early November.
