Cllr Eardley requested refurbishment of the two plaques for Princess Diana (Buttercross and the riverside pear tree).  The plaque on the Buttercross was covered in lichen and the plaque on the riverbank was becoming difficult to read and needed regilding/painting, and also people were walking on the flower beds.  Low fencing could be purchased through the Brigg in Bloom project and erected during the planting around the pear tree on the river bank.

The Clerk had spoken to the Tourist information Centre and it was believed that the plaque on that building belonged to NLC.  It had been placed on the list of jobs to be refurbished.
Investigation would be undertaken regarding the site on the riverbank.

To receive a report from the North Lincolnshire Ward Councillors.
Cllr N Sherwood read out an update from the Ward Members

“We are progressing very well with the LED street lights in Brigg and Wolds Ward. There are a total of 1891 lights in the ward, 378 which are already converted. 223 of those are in Brigg.  

Work has already started to build six self-contained flats at the former children’s home in Brigg, thanks to grant funding from the Government. 

There are several teams out and about in Brigg filling potholes. If there are any you are aware of, please send them though to us to raise. 
The North Lincolnshire Local Plan consultations event are going very well. We’ve had a fantastic response from residents about the proposed plan. Over 80 people attended the events in Brigg. There was a real mix of people who shared their views on potential growth, existing infrastructure, shopping and built heritage.
Due to the continued vandalism to the previously erected bin at the entrance to the car park at the rear of the Fun Factory, we have asked Highway Officers to order a far more robust bin. This is going to be erected as soon as it is delivered.”
Cllr T Campbell asked the Leader of North Lincolnshire Council about the condition of the road surface and potholes from the Briggate Lodge Roundabout.  Cllr Waltham responded that there was an ongoing programme of works, and that specific issues should be reported direct to North Lincolnshire Council.

UPDATE ON THE CLOSURE OF NATWEST BANK
Cllr Waltham confirmed that there would be no reversal of the decision to close the Brigg Branch of the NatWest.  At a meeting with the manager assurance had been given that an outreach service would be provided, and a more permanent solution was being investigated which could utilise NLC buildings.
Cllr Campion expressed concerns that although the above suggestion was welcome, how long would it last?  A petition had been submitted to the bank containing 115 signatures, but had had no impact.  The ATM would also be lost.

Note was made of the desire for the building to not deteriorate, and work would be undertaken with NLC to market it appropriately.  Concerns were also raised regarding the social inclusion implications and that not everyone could access online services.  There would be an impact on local businesses.  It was stressed that customers needed to obtain paying-in books prior to the branch closing.

TO REQUEST APPROVAL FOR THE PURCHASE OF A NUMBER OF NEW BINS IN BRIGG 
Councillor Kitching had, at the last meeting, presented the findings from the bin audit undertaken, and permission was now sought for the purchase of a number of additional bins at various locations in the town.

Some councillors noted problems with broken or missing dog waste bins.  It was suggested that dog waste bins be an item for the Annual Town meeting agenda.
It was resolved that:

Five additional large bins at a total cost of £850 be purchased (£170 each)
Five additional small bins at a total cost of £750 be purchased (£150 each)

TO CONSIDER REVIEWING ALLOTMENT TENANCY AGREEMENTS

The Clerk outlined the reason for the need to review the tenancy agreements for allotments, in that permission be sought for the keeping of pigeons/doves.
The Clerk had suggested that the criteria be that Allotment Tenants may be allowed to keep pigeons/doves subject to:-

· Permission being sought and agreed by Brigg Town Council;

· Subject to there being no objections from other tenants;

· A maximum number of birds to be kept on any single allotment plot; and

· The maximum size of loft/aviary on any single allotment plot to be not more than specified dimensions.

Councillor Waltham proposed that limits need not be set on the size of structure or number of birds, just that both be ‘reasonable’.
Cllr C Sherwood suggested that the agreement needed to be updated anyway, however the Clerk suggested that this could be looked at, at such time as new agreements are drawn up for the relocated site.

It was resolved that the Allotment Tenancy Agreement be amended to include the keeping of pigeons/doves.

TO AGREE THE SERVICE LEVEL AGREEMENTS FOR SALT BINS, ALLOTMENTS AND MEMORIAL GARDEN 

The Service Level Agreement accounts had been submitted by North Lincolnshire Council for approval.  Note was made of the increased costs.

Cllr C Sherwood suggested that as there was a later agenda item regarding the possible employment of a handy person in the town, perhaps the remit of the work could include the maintenance of the Memorial Garden.  The SLA could then be just for a six month period, however it was noted that the majority of the work would take place in the first six months anyway, so there would be little saving.

It was resolved that 
a) the Service Level Agreements for the salt bins, be authorised for payment;
b) the Service Level Agreements for the allotment grass cutting, be authorised for payment.

c) an initial six month Service Level Agreement be sought from North Lincolnshire Council for the Memorial Garden.  This would allow the Town Council to consider alternative arrangements.

TO AGREE THE COST OF INSTALLATION OF BUNTING IN THE TOWN

A request had been made that the Council authorise the installation of the bunting in the town centre for the 2018 summer period.  Costs had been sought from North Lincolnshire Council as they had installed it in the past.  A quote was submitted just prior to the meeting, which was significantly higher than previously, therefore the Clerk sought a further cost from a different company. A lower price had been received.  
It was suggested that new bunting be purchased as the previous had been left up too long and had faded and become shabby.  There was no specific budget set aside for bunting so discussion ensued as to the way forward.  Consideration could be given to grant/matched funding.  It was suggested that the matter be deferred until the following meeting for further information.
It was resolved that the purchase and installation of bunting be considered at a future meeting.

Cllr C Sherwood, as Chairman of the Personnel Committee, read out the recommendations for Council approval.

· Advertisement and Recruitment of a Deputy Clerk commence as soon as possible, hours to be agreed, subject to being 50% of the cost of the current Deputy, to be reviewed after six months;

· Scope be undertaken by the Personnel Committee to employing a handy person using the financial savings from the reduced hours of the Deputy Clerk; 
· The Rialtas financial software be purchased and installed, its effectiveness to be reviewed after one year; and
· Personnel Committee recommend to Council that the offer from the current Deputy Clerk to cover the transitional handover period, be accepted.

Some reservations were expressed regarding the reduction in the hours of the Deputy Clerk, although there should ultimately be some amount of time saved once Rialtas was established.

a) Advertisement and Recruitment of a Deputy Clerk commence as soon as possible, hours to be agreed, subject to being 50% of the cost of the current Deputy, to be reviewed after six months;

b) Scope be undertaken by the Personnel Committee to employing a handy person using the financial savings from the reduced hours of the Deputy Clerk; 

c) The Rialtas financial software be purchased and installed, its effectiveness to be reviewed after one year; and

d) that the offer from the current Deputy Clerk to cover the transitional handover period, be accepted.
