UPDATE ON THE BRIGG MASTER PLAN FROM THE NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN WORKING GROUP

Cllr Waltham gave feedback on the work of the group, noting that seven aspects had been examined in great detail, and a response submitted to the NLC consultation.

Cllr Waltham updated the meeting on the Arches Project, noting that a consultation had been well attended.  Councillor Kitching was to prepare applications for match funding, and it was proposed that finance be set aside to facilitate this (amount to be advised).  The Arches were to be located on the public highway and the cost of appropriate Insurance cover be established.

The Deputy Clerk advised that the Brigg in Bloom Committee had proposed that further barrier baskets and planters be purchased.  Investigations had been undertaken to verify road safety and visibility.  Finance (of £2,129) was available within the Brigg in Bloom budget, and funding had also been applied for from NLC.

UPDATE ON CURRENT STATUS

The Clerk gave an update on the current status of the allotments.  Three were vacant,however, one person was interested in taking a plot.  The last inspection was undertaken on 8 November, and no major problems seen, although some plots need monitoring.

TO CONSIDER WHETHER TO UNDERTAKE A RENT REVIEW
It was noted in the Council audit that the last rent review had been in April 2010.  Given that the current status of transfer of site was not known, and that tenants had to be given six months’ notice, the earliest any rent increase could be implemented would be April 2019.  It was, therefore, proposed that consideration be given later in 2018 as to whether a review was necessary.

It was noted in the Council audit that the Angel Suite Charges had not been reviewed since 2014.  Cllr Campion started that it was important that potential customers were not deterred by the cost, and a comparison needed to be made with other venues.

Councillors felt that if the Royal British Legion were in favour of a change of time, to have the 11a.m. service at the Monument, then this could be supported.
